During Taiwan's Lunar New Year, people enjoy various traditional foods such as dumplings,
fish, spring rolls, and sweet rice cakes. These dishes symbolize prosperity, luck, and reunion.

In Japan, the New Year, known as "Oshogatsu," is celebrated on January 1st. Traditional foods
eaten during this time include "osechi ryori," a variety of colorful dishes packed in special boxes,
"mochi," a type of sticky rice cake, and "toshikoshi soba," long noodles eaten for longevity and
good luck.
